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In the beginning of the 1970’s, when | was studying abroad at an American university, [ often
went to watch football matches. Accidentally, since the university I studied was a famous
school for American football, I watched most of the home matches. In a short time, I noticed
that there is a fixed image about football players among students and teachers. That is, "even
though the players stand out in playing, they are weak at stuldying”.

We often tend to categorize everyone according the characteristics of their community or
race. That is what called stereo type. For an example, pointing out more than 10 billion of
Chinese people and say "they all are gourmet and good chefs", saying like more than 100
million of Japanese people, "they all are hardworking".

However, actually even if the same Chinese people or Japanese people do exist different
kinds of individualities in them. It is ideal to communicate with different cultures while
considering that, but the reality is unknowingly partner is being stereo typed.
